RHET Perth & Kinross Countryside Initiative works to support schools in the region with
projects and topics on food, farming and the countryside . We provide year-round
risk -assessed farm visits throughout the area and have a number of host farms .

So far this year we have organised a number of farm visit to Stewart Tower Dairy , by
kind permission of Neil and Lindsay Butler, where pupils learned about milk

production , in addition to the local business side of farming with the café and farm
shop. We also facilitated a farm visit to Newmiln Farm , by kind permission of Hugh
and Sascha Grierson, where pupils experienced an organic farm , with particular focus
on free range chicken and egg production

In addition to farm visits we have a network of trained classroom speakers , who can

deliver talks on a range of rural topics in schools. We have a wide range of classroom resources that can be ordered
directly from RHET free of charge and are linked to A Curriculum For Excellence . These include interactive materials
on cereal crops, meat production, farming throughout the seasons, Standard Grade Geography and Higher Biology.
